Freshman Scholarship

Who is eligible to apply:

•	 Incoming Freshman students 
who show financial need.

•	 Students who are Catholic 
and actively participating in 
a parish church.  Candidates 
must have proof of parish 
affiliation.

Scholarship offerings and criteria:

•	 Scholarship in the amount of $2,000 for freshman tuition and 
$1,300 technology fee. Total scholarship awarded $3,300.

•	 Awarded to one incoming freshman a year.

•	 Student must submit a one-page personal essay on why it is 
important for the applicant to attend CMHS.

Scholarship Deadlines:

•	 Must apply for FACTS /Financial Aid by April 30, 2023.

•	 Essay to be emailed to the Advancement office at    
rhebda@cmhs-sarasota.org by May 1, 2023.

•	 The awarded recipient will be notified June 1, 2023.

Current Student Scholarship

Who is eligible to apply:

•	 Current students who demonstrate financial need.

•	 Students who are Catholic and actively participating in 
a parish church. Candidates must have proof of parish 
affiliation.

Scholarship offerings and criteria:

•	 Three Scholarships will be awarded as follows; one each to 
a rising sophomore, junior, and senior.

•	 Scholarships in the amount of $1,000 will be applied to next 
year’s tuition.

•	 Candidates must submit a 
one-page personal essay on 
their experience at CMHS.

•	 Essays to be emailed to 
advancement@cmhs-
sarasota.org by April 1, 2023.

•	 Essays will be reviewed and 
chosen by the scholarship 
committee.

•	 Scholarships will be awarded 
at each grade’s Awards 
Ceremony.
