INDUSTRY. THROUGH THIS COURSE, STUDENTS WILL WORK IN TEAMS TO CREATE VARIOUS
TELEVISION BROADCASTS, INCLUDING SCHOOL ANNOUNCEMENTS, NENSCASTS, AND MAJOR
SCHOOL EVENTS. STUDENTS WILL LEARN VALUABLE INDUSTRY SKILLS, SUCH AS CAMERA
OPERATION, ADVANCED VIDEO EDITING, AUDIO PRODUCTION, AND THE COMPONENTS OF LIVE
BROADCASTING.

1 SPORTS BROADCASTING | . -

THIS COURSE PROVIDES STUDENTS WITH AN INTRODUCTION TO THE SPORTS BROADCASTING
INDUSTRY. STUDENTS IN THIS COURSE WILL HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY TO WORK IN ALL ROLES
RELATED TO THE PRODUCTION OF A SPORTING EVENT, INCLUDING CAMERA OPERATOR, AUDIO
OPERATOR, TECHNICAL DIRECTOR, COMMENTATOR, COLOR ANALYST, AND SIDELINE REPORTER.
STUDENTS WILL PERFORM RESEARCH AND CONDUCT INTERVIEMWS PRIOR TO GAMES TO DEVELOP
STORIES THAT WILL ATTRACT VIENERSHIP. STUDENTS WILL BE INVOLVED IN THE POST-PRODUCTION
OF A SPORTING EVENT AS WELL, USING GAME FOOTAGE TO DEVELOP PROMOTIONAL FOOTAGE
USING ADVANCED EDITING SOFTWARE. THIS COURSE REQUIRES STUDENTS TO WORK A MINIMUM
NUMBER OF EVENTS OUTSIDE OF REGULAR SCHOOL HOURS.
